CHURCH OF OUR SAVIOUR
WEDDING PROTOCOL
For Non-members of the Parish and In-active members of the Congregation
Church of Our Saviour, Episcopal, Middleborough, Massachusetts

1. One of the principles of the wedding must be:

a. a baptized Christian

b. and a member of the Episcopal Church

2. Arrangements for a wedding can be made only through the rector of the parish

a. meeting with the rector is not a guarantee the wedding will be allowed at Church of Our Saviour

b. previously married individuals must have the permission of the Bishop

3. There is a normal waiting period of thirty days between the time the declaration of intention is signed and the day of the wedding

a. during this period there is mandatory 5-6 pre-marital meetings. We will discuss:
i. Christian marriage

ii
dynamics of the couples relationship

iii. form of service as used in the Book of Common Prayer

b. The Episcopal Church is a liturgical church and the rubrics of the Book of Common Prayer will be adhered to at all times. Writing ones own wedding vows or the use of a unity candle will not be permitted.
4. Decorations and decorative arrangements of the Church will be made through the Altar Guild. Do not hire a wedding planner for any function which takes place in the Church. Arrangements for flowers should be made through the florist of your choice.

5. All music played is performed by the Music Director or with her permission. No music is approved until the Music Director has been consulted. If a guest organist is requested, permission must be given by the Music Director and the Director will still be paid the stipend in addition to the cost of the guest musician.

6. The use of flash bulbs and strobe lights during the ceremony is absolutely not permitted.
a. Pictures by a professional may be taken during the procession and recession of the ceremony

b. Video taping is permitted under guidelines set by the rector

If it is determined that either principle has arrived to the wedding inebriated - the wedding will be canceled.
